The Conference of Scientific Research Papers and Innovative Solutions (hereinafter –

 the Conference) of the Internal Security Academy (hereinafter – the IDA) students and consortium members and their cooperation partners is organised with the aim to promote students’ scientific research activities and mutual cooperation.
1. general provisions
1.1 Organizers of the Conference: State police college;
1.2 Dates of the Conference: November 28-29, 2024, from 10:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. in person and remotely;
1.3 Topics of discussion of the Conference:

· Digital crime and the use of technology in investigation;

· Public attitudes towards policing and challenges in ensuring public order;

· Crisis management and emergency response;

· Human rights and ethics: their respect in law enforcement;

· Mental health and well-being in law enforcement.

1.4 Each educational institution shall nominate 2 (two) to 5 (five) students for participation in the Conference who have the most appropriate study output to be presented in the form of a scientific article, in accordance with the requirements set out in these Regulations. The author of the study may also be a graduate of the educational institution who carried out the study while a student at the educational institution;
1.5 Conference language: English and Latvian. Interpretation will be provided. 
2. participation in the conference
2.1  Author’s name, surname, scientific adviser, educational institution, topic of the presentation/ paper should be submitted to October 21, 2024 by filling in the registration form electronically:

2.2 At the Conference, each student gives a 7-10-minute report and presentation, followed by questions to the presenter (5-7 minutes);
2.3  Each session is followed by a panel discussion in which participants of the Conference, audience members and/or invited professionals from the relevant fields are invited to participate;
2.4  Each participant (author of the paper) will receive a certificate of participation in the student research conference.
3. GUIDELINES FOR THE SUBMISSION OF SCIENTIFIC ARTICLES

FOR THE CONFERENCE PROCEEDINGS
3.1  The study can be theoretical or highly practical, including both innovative applications and mixed study;
3.2 Before the Conference, papers should be submitted electronically to santa.reksce@koledza.vp.gov.lv, between 10 November and 25 November 2024;
3.3  Language of the articles: Latvian or English;
3.4  Volume of the articles is 7-10 pages, i.e. about 25000-30000 characters. The presentation of the article shall comply with the requirements set out in the regulations (Annex No.1);
3.5  The authors of the articles must fill in the “Authors’ Acknowledgement” form and send it with the article (Annex No.2);
3.6  The authors are responsible for their own content. All sources used must be properly acknowledged. The article must be prepared using original materials;
3.7  The papers shall be compiled and reviewed by the members of the Committee as defined in these regulations. The members of the Committee are not responsible for making any corrections to the manuscript (including language style and grammar).

Guidelines for designing of scientific articles 
1. The article must be in Times New Roman, 12pt, single-spaced font. Paragraph spacing 6pt (Paragraph-Spacing-After 6pt), text: justified (Justify); 
2. Page size A4 (21 cm x 29,7 cm), vertical Portrait, page layout: top 2,5 cm, bottom 2,5 cm, left 2,5 cm, right 2,5 cm;
3. The article must include the following sections in the following order: 

3.1 At the beginning of the article:

· Title of the paper (maximum 200 characters - Bold, Caps Lock (capital letters), font size - 14); 
· Authors: name, surname (Italic, main author Bold, font size – 12); 
· Institution: name of the institution, city (Italic, font size – 10)

Scientific supervisor: degree of scientific supervisor, name, surname
Institution presented
E-mail (indicates the e-mail address of the first author mentioned in the article)


3.2 Sections (title in Bold, left, font size 12pt, chapter text in 12pt): 
· Introduction;
· Objective;

· Materials and methods;

· Results;

· Discussion;

· Conclusions –  have to be in the form of a thesis and numbered with Arabic numerals;
References (title in Bold, left, font size 12pt, chapter text in 10pt), summarised alphabetically using the Harvard system.

	Laws and regulations
	Legal acts (regulations, directives, laws, rules, etc.) - name, type, place of publication (date of issue, name of newspaper, number). It is not permissible to give only the address of the Internet resource – the legislation has been published in an official publication, which must be indicated as the source of the legislation.
	Procedures for registration, conformity assessment, distribution, operation and technical supervision of medical devices: Cabinet Regulation of the Republic of Latvia No. 689., 30.11.2017 Latvijas Vēstnesis. 237 (6064).


	Internet resources
	For Internet resources, the author of the material used, the title, the website address copied, the date the resource was accessed in brackets.

4. References in the text. Give the author's surname and year (Blake, 2020). If there are two authors, give both (Blake and Smith, 2021). If there are three or more authors, the first author is indicated by “and others” (Blake et al., 2019)/ (Bērziņš et al., 2019);
5. The term “image” includes diagrams, charts, photographs, drawings and other illustrations of the article. Below the figure, on the left-hand side, the figure number (in italics), the abbreviation “Fig.” (italics) and the title (straight, bold). Font size: font size 11pt; 
6. Numbering and titling of tables: the table number (in italics), the word “Table” (in italics) and the title (straight, bold) shall appear above the table. Font size: font size 11pt.
