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The dissertation deals with comprehensive study of the theoretical, legal and
organizational principles of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine in the field
of human rights. First of all, the author emphasizes that the importance of the study
is based on the need to overcome the contradictions between the need to apply
global and European standards of human rights and freedoms, and the lack of a
proper theoretical, legal and organizational basis for the implementation of the
reforms implemented in the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine, the purpose of
which is to improve law enforcement activities for the observance of human rights.

The author proposes to understand human rights as equal opportunities
provided by regulations to create favorable living conditions and development, to
meet various personal needs and not only nature, due to economic, spiritual and
social development of society.

The emphasis has been placed on the fact that each state of the world
undertakes to implement, protect and defend human rights, therefore in this regard

the issue of their ensuring becomes especially important, which means the



activities of state bodies provided by regulations using available legal means and
measures aimed at the implementation, protection, protection and restoration (in
case of violation) of human rights.

A comparison has been made that currently in advanced countries with a
stable economic situation and a high level of legal awareness - the United States,
Germany, France, Britain, Italy, Canada, Japan and others - the management of
police departments and units seeks to take into account the new philosophy of
policing the essence of which is to serve the interests of society and citizens.

The only consolidation of human rights at the legislative level is not enough,
it is necessary to provide a mechanism for their actual implementation through
existing social, legal, material and other means and measures.

Normative legal acts, which are not based on the realities of public life, have
not been studied scientifically, and remain ideas on paper, without practical
implementation and realization, even if they pursued the most humane goals.

The author has argued that in today's conditions the effectiveness of human
rights and freedoms in the state requires the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine
to apply conceptually new approaches, defined by modern challenges of society,
taking into account changes in the organizational and legal sphere of law
enforcement agencies and human rights organizations. social phenomena and
processes, increasing the authority of the Ministry in the “eyes of the population™.

Appropriate legislative and legal guarantees are needed for the actual
implementation of the proclaimed and enshrined human rights and freedoms. One
of such guarantees is the mechanism of ensuring the realization of human rights,
which is defined as a complex concept that has its own structure, among the
elements of which it is appropriate to highlight: 1) legal consolidation of human
rights; 2) protection and defense of human rights; 3) monitoring the realization of
human rights; 4) actors of realization of human rights.

The Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine is an active actor of realization of
human rights, the process of which includes activities on observance of

prohibitions, use of the fixed rights and powers, execution of the assigned duties.



In essence, this activity is embodied in two areas: 1) control and implementation of
rights by other entities; 2) direct realization of rights by the agents of the Ministry
of Internal Affairs of Ukraine as representatives of public authorities.

Nevertheless, it has been noted that the statistics on human rights in Ukraine,
obtained from a poll, are disappointing, where only 11.4% of respondents believe
that human rights are really respected today, and 61.9% of respondents insist that
human rights in Ukraine are not respected at all. It is noted that over the past five
years, the situation with human rights and fundamental freedoms in Ukraine has
changed, but mostly in a negative sense - more than half of the survey participants
- 53.6% said that this situation has worsened. In turn, only 8.6% of respondents
mark positive changes in this direction.

The deontological component of police officers' activity is especially relevant
in terms of human rights. The author has found that the subject of police
deontology is the problem of proper behavior of police officers. The main aspects
of the deontological principles of policing are: psychological, professional, legal,
social and aesthetic ones.

It has been proved that the behavior of a police officer can be different,
because, depending on the specific life or professional situation, it is unique,
different, unlike from yesterday, one-time and so on. However, in any case, it must
be deontological, i.e. based on certain prescriptions of a permissive and prohibitive
nature, be conscious, aimed primarily at protecting and ensuring the rights and
freedoms of the man and the citizen, as well as the implementing tasks of
administrative and criminal proceedings.

Current deontological standards of policing are characterized by the presence
of only a few regulations, in particular: Rules of ethical conduct of police officers
(order of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine Ne 1179 of November 9,
2016), the Law of Ukraine “On the National Police” and the Oath of a police
officer. Instead, the international community actively supports attempts to
implement deontological standards in policing and to enshrine them in law. It has

been found that in the countries of Western Europe and in the USA the practice of



collecting, systematizing and publishing ethical norms-standards concerning the
activity of policemen is widespread: Germany ("Seven Commandments for Police"
of 1945), France (Deontological Police Code of 1986), Luxembourg (Charter of
Values of the Grand Ducal Police of 2000), Northern Ireland (Royal Police Code
of Conduct of 2001), Belgium (Code of Ethics for Police Services of 2006 year),
the Netherlands (Code of Professional Ethics for Police of 2013), USA (Moral and
Ethical Code of Police).

The author has suggested to define the professionalism of a police officer as a
set of general and specific professional knowledge and skills that allow the police
to perform its inherent functions, as well as strictly follow deontological rules and
principles. As a complex concept professionalism includes spiritual and intellectual
development, rationality, legal culture, a special sense of duty, professional values,
communication, psychological attitude, system of training.

The author has emphasized the importance of studying and researching such
related phenomena of professionalism as "educational professionalism" and
"professionalism of the manager, leader”, which affect the efficiency and
effectiveness of policing.

Emphasis has been placed on the need to form a positive image of policing,
primarily through the media by effective and constructive interaction, exchange of
information, coverage of positive examples of official activities and more.

The attention has been paid to the importance of depriving the police of
dependence on crime statistics. A qualitatively new system of criteria for
evaluating the effectiveness of activities and the organization of control is needed,
which will be characterized by workload, labor intensity, quality of activity and
efficiency of job done, compliance with the law, etc. The author has identified
causes and conditions and systematizes the factors that affect the violation of rights
and freedoms of the man and the citizen in law enforcement, including policing:
doctrinal, legislative, personal, socio-psychological, evaluative and security factor

of the police officer himself / herself.



Indicators of efficiency of functioning of police have been established, in
particular: 1) quality of regulatory framework of policing; 2) public confidence in
the police; 3) human resources; 4) professional training of police personnel; 5)
financing and logistics; 6) legal protection of police officers and their social
security. It has been emphasized that the orientation to the community needs, the
transformation of the police into a agency that provides services, not punishes - all
these are the results of the processes of democratization of Ukrainian society and
liberalization of current legislation. In this regard, an important aspect of policing
today is the public opinion, taking into account which should consider the
possibility of using the following indicators in assessing policing: 1) a sense of
security of citizens; 2) assessment of the police’'s communication with the public;
3) the state of human rights violations.

It has been argued and substantiated that the improvement of the effectiveness
of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine in the field of human rights and
freedoms should be carried out in the following forms: 1) optimization of
regulatory framework in the area of human rights and freedoms; 2) introduction of
decentralization as one of the main management mechanisms to increase the
flexibility and efficiency of law enforcement agencies; 3) establishment of real
mechanisms of accountability in the work of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of
Ukraine in the field of human rights; 4) monitoring of law enforcement and human
rights activities.

The importance of borrowing international experience for the making an
effective system of human rights protection by police officers has been confirmed.
At the same time, strengthening international cooperation in the field of human
rights by police officers will be one of the ways to improve the system of
professional training and in-service training of police officers. But a success in
international cooperation is possible only if a comprehensive approach to human
rights consideration is being applied.
